Comments by John Cooper:

Some comments on Gary's talk:

Slide 4:  quantum efficiency of 1st NOvA devices now measured at 83%

Slide 5:  project baseline is for 14 kt, not 15.  That's 930 planes

Slide 6:  ARRA notification was officially in March, not Feb.  The $5M still

can't be discussed.   "No apparent change in schedule" is because the

funding profile will still have significant funding in FY13 just like it

always did -- thus speeding up the project is not possible.

Slide 7:  We ARE out for bids on the whole building now.  Please leave out

the estimate since we don't want potential bidders to know any numbers of

any kind.

There was a Pre-proposal meeting in Minneapolis on March 17 and about 60

people attended -- we might get 8 -12 bids on April 15.

Slide 8:  Discussion of the full IPND is internal to the collaboration.

Discussions with DOE have just begun.

Slide 10:  I attach a couple of new slide on this.  The vacuum fixture now

works and has ANL safety approval.  The rollover fixture in the adhesive

machine now works.  The Full Size Assembly Prototype still scheduled for

late April but depends on performance of the adhesive pump and safety

approval of the adhesive machine (adhesive vapors, machine guards,...)

Slide 11:  Full Height Engineering Prototype is a full 31 plane block but

only 2 of 12 extrusion modules wide.  It gets raised from the floor by a 2

module wide prototype section of the Block Pivoter.

Slide 12:  IPND operational is Spring 2010, I wouldn't guarantee March.

Someone may note that there is likely Collider running in all of FY11 -- if

true, this 10-12 month shutdown would be delayed from July to October.
